Our current Policies and Protocol Book contains a wealth of information for the NFAA volunteer, 
whether you’ve been with the service for a number of years, or a number of months.  The Poli-
cies pages govern EMT’s and Drivers, while the Protocol pages refer to Patient Care given by our 
State of Colorado Certified EMTs. Please refer to the Policy pages to refresh your memory of 
Minimum Standards, General Guidelines for Operations and  other subjects relating to your vol-
unteer service.  The Protocols pages provide the guidelines for Respiratory, Cardiac, Medical, 
Trauma and Miscellaneous calls, as well as containing Pediatric Protocols, Drugs, DNR Guide-
lines, Termination of CPR, and Patient Hold/Restraint Protocols.   

Our current protocols are being reviewed by our Medical Director, Dr. Pruett, who will be mak-
ing changes, writing waivers for advance skills etc.  Expect a new version out sometime this 
year.   

Our Policies & Protocol Book 

Whoever gets to the barn first? Automatically the higher-trained personnel? 
Whoever has the largest presence?  No… please review the following, straight 
from the pages of your Policies and Protocol Book it clearly states: 

L. The crew that is on-call has the responsibility for the entire call, the lead personnel will make any and 
all decisions regarding that call (e,g., if additional personnel is needed, how many third riders, if ALS 
and/or CareFlight is needed). If the lead EMT feels local advance personnel is needed, the request will be 
done and paged through dispatch.  The lead EMT may turn patient care over to an equal or higher trained 

person, but this will be the lead EMT’s decision and must be documented.   

M. A reasonable amount of time will be given to the on-call crew to respond to a call. If the nature of a 
call justifies early departure and a crew is available, that crew may respond to the call.  The responding 
crew will have dispatch page the on-call crew to meet the responding crew at the scene. When the on-call 
crew arrives at the scene, that crew will be in charge of the call/scene and continue patient care. 

The people listed on-call are in charge of the call unless they specifically defer 
their charge to an equal or higher trained person.  Of course, everyone needs 
to use some common sense and have the courtesy to handle the situation pro-
fessionally.  Keep in mind patient care is the priority.
